Minutes of Pine Spring Ranch Homeowner’s Association Annual Meeting
June 20, 2009

The annual meeting of the Pine Spring Ranch Homeowner’s Association was called to order by Nan Muir Bodensteiner (President Allen Rosenbaum was out of town and requested that Nan be the moderator for the meeting) on June 20, 2009 at 1:15 pm.  A quorum was established with 29 out of the 39 lots being represented either by proxy or attendance.
Those present were:  Nan Muir Bodensteiner, Lee & Stephanie Dean, Larry & Trish Corman, Bob Kerr, Randy Korb, Bob Cabaniss, Melanie Mazur and Lance, Ben & Noelle Hufnagel and family, David Belmear, Tom & Jill Quam and John Rogers was a guest.

Nan asked if everyone had received a meeting packet either by mail or e-mail and they had.  Nan read the minutes of last year’s meeting and they were approved unanimously.

Nan read the officer’s report from Allen Rosenbaum as follows:  

1. Roads:  We have added gravel and treated the main road (Pine Spring Drive up to Severn Peak Drive) with mag chloride the last two years.  This has been a big improvement but there are still opportunities on the two big inclines between Coal Mine Road and the main gate.  We also continue to get potholes on Pine Spring Drive just past the main gate.  Our proposal is to repair the potholes, then add gravel to further crown the road in these stretches and add some additional mag chloride.
2. Equipment Storage:  We have a rough draft of a contract for the lease of the southwest corner of the Lee and Stephanie Dean property and are working to get this in final form by the end of July for signing.  The next step would be to get approval for a building from the county planning department.  The need for this is that with more homes in the valley we have run out of places to park and store the equipment.  A central location would allow us to keep all equipment and spare parts in one place and have a location to do maintenance, etc.

3. Equipment:  The equipment is certainly old, but in our opinion with proper maintenance and care, could serve us for a number of years.  This year we plan to do work on brakes, lights, tires, windshield wipers, and possibly some drive train repairs.

We will need an architectural committee for the approval of Tom Allen’s home building.
Treasurer’s report:  Larry Corman read through the report and asked for questions.  There is one lot owner who is delinquent.  Allen Rosenbaum has spoken with her and she plans to pay.  There were no questions on the report.

Larry went through the proposed budget.  It was voted to accept the budget as presented with two opposed.

After discussion, we voted to transfer $2,000 into the reserve fund with two opposed.  This will bring the equipment and building reserve fund to a balance of $7900.
We voted to keep the assessment for the coming year at $300.

Nan asked if anyone was in favor of electronic voting and electronic communications.  Most of those present were in favor of this, so Nan will write a proposal.

Nan asked if we would rather pay for the equipment storage building with increased assessments or if we would rather finance it over time.  We discussed this and Nan asked for a show of hands.  Two people were in favor of increased assessments and the remainder thought financing would be better.  The board will get back with the homeowners with final costs before we decide whether to finance or not.  More discussion followed as to what the size of the building will be, etc.  The details haven’t been determined.

Election of board members:  Dave Belmear stepped in for Bob Kerr who resigned during the year.  He and Allen Rosenbaum will remain on the board for another year.   Nominations were then opened for two new board members plus one alternate.  Nan Bodensteiner and Bob Cabaniss were nominated for two year terms and Randy Korb was nominated as an alternate.  All agreed to serve and they were unanimously elected.
It was pointed out that Severn Peak has added traffic with new homes and is wash boardy.  Nan said Severn Peak is the next priority for road work up the road and around the cul de sac.  They will also be moving the fuel tanks from that cul de sac.

Larry Corman thanked the board for their good work and thanked Nan for her hospitality.

Everyone was reminded to keep dogs on their property or under voice control.

There has been no word as to when or if there will be a controlled burn on Wickenson.  There is discussion as to whether Beaver Meadows will become a county road.  The Forest Service would like to get rid of the responsibility of maintenance at least up to the subdivision.  The pros and cons of this were discussed.  Several have sent comments into the Forest Service.
We voted to adjourn the meeting at 2:00 pm.
